COMMENTS:

High school students not previously experience in using corefx will start at the Junior Level. The Activity Guide not only will help students to familiarize themselves with the software program but the elements and principles of design are covered. The Purely Patterns project will  be of some instructional value in Grades 9 and 10. However, the instructional elements in the Activity Guide and the Purely Patterns project are best suited for middle school visual arts curriculum. It is expected that corefx Three Level is predominantly of use in a high school visual arts program as a supplementary  resource for development of artistic technique and a method of creative expression  through digital images. 
The corefx software program is also a useful program for displaying and presenting artwork images for discussion. This could be teacher-led or student-led. Any digital image, including web files, can be imported and displayed, or edited and organized if desired. There is an abundance of artwork and culturally and historically oriented images that can be obtained from the internet and incorporated into a lesson or a presentation. In addition, the Organizer, located at the Advanced Level, allows the use of linked frames which can be used for presentations or artwork portfolios.    
References in the correlations to TEACHER are meant to convey the opportunity of use of the corefx program to import appropriate images and display them for discussion. These same references could be converted into student-led learning and assignments.   
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
