COMMENTS:

Elementary school students will begin at the Basic Level but will quickly progress to the Junior Level. The correlations consider the Basic Level as primarily used in PreK to Kindergarten but students need not be so restricted if the interest and opportunity is present. The Junior Level will be the main Level used for elementary school. Advanced Level use, particularly for the Effects Tools and animations (including use of the Organizer for story books and portfolios) can commence when students are ready – likely by Grade 3.
The instruction in the Activity Guide covers the elements and principles of design. It would not be expected that students in Grades PreK to Grade 1 would use the Guide independently. For those Grades, the content would be used for lessons given by the teacher.

The Purely Patterns project was designed for Grades 5 to 9 and therefore is mostly aimed at middle school art curriculum. However, students in Grades 4 and 5 can benefit from the activities and cross-curricular aspects.
The correlations contain several references to ‘TEACHER’ where images are to be obtained from the Stamps Library, Stamps Plus or from internet, for display and discussion. The internet is an abundant source for relevant images on history, culture, art and commercial art. The corefx software allows the import of any digital image including web files. It provides a convenient method for teachers (or students) to display appropriate images for discussion. The software is therefore not just for student self-expression and skill development but is an effective teaching tool. In the TEACHER references, some examples of digital images are given. Some of the suggested images can be obtained from the Stamps Library and Stamps Plus. The examples are not exhaustive of the possibilities and are stated simply as guidance for how the software program can enable delivery of the full visual arts curriculum.

 In addition, any imported digital image can be edited or displayed with other images or included in artistic renderings created by the student. The Organizer, located at the Advanced Level, allows the use of linked frames which can be used for presentations or artwork portfolios. 
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
